® The top selling commodities for the Central Coast are lettuce,

leading with $1,166,462, and strawberries at $746,061, followed
by broccoli at $220,024.

¢ Leaf lettuce value was up 13 percent in Monterey county, and head
lettuce was down 5 percent, which is a continuing trend. Strawberry
value increased 22 percent and has for the first time become the
number one crop, surpassing leaf lettuce for this county.

® While the overall production value shows a significant increase
over the prior year, the general economy faced a

downturn, which goes to show the importance of our agricultural
community.

® Monterey county has 27 crops with a value greater than $10
million and 11 crops with a value of over $100 million.
